	Familiarisation/ Immersion in text/Analysis (4 days)

Prior learning – what do you know about poetry?  What do you like about poetry? What do you understand about the term free verse poetry Use silent reading time first week for children to read poems and record why they liked it (POETRY JOURNAL)

Read The River’s Story by Brian Pattern. Talk partners to discuss what they liked / disliked about the poem.

Use Exploding a poem to help jot down ideas (whole class)

Read Jack Frost is Playing Cards at the Roadside by Brian Pattern (The Works p198).  Repeat as above.  Also read The Mud Mother by BP (The Works p85).  Discuss generally what it is that Brian Pattern tends to write about and whether the class find the poems easy or hard to understand.

Read The Harvest Moon by Ted Hughes (p 78 A Year Full of Poems).  What is the poem about?  Discuss use of similes and metaphors to create an image. Show simile & metaphor ppt.

Personification is giving human traits (qualities, feelings, action, or characteristics) to non-living objects (things, colors, qualities, or ideas).
Use Exploding a poem sheet for children to analyse the poem. Children to work in pairs. Fish to work as a group with adult support.

	Capturing Ideas  (1 day) 

Read I’m Free by John Kitchen (p184 The Works).  Discuss free verse and use the poem to make a list of criteria that could be used to evaluate free verse. 

free verse poetry is patterned by speech and images rather than by regular metrical schemes. freedom to use visual and sound effects as desired – for surprise, thickening of meaning, symmetry, repetition, or simply for fun. Lines can also be shortened for speed, or segmented into clots of words or syllables to slow down the reading or comprehension.

In free verse the writer makes his/her own rules. The writer decides how the poem should look, feel, and sound.
Introduce the idea that the children are going to write a free verse about their experiences of a river.

Show images of rivers and river features.  Children to use talk partners to create similes and metaphors for these images – post its. Children to create a word bank of imagery
Listen to Ma Smetva (journey of a river) for inspiration


	Reflect on reading habits and preferences and plan personal reading goals (Group / silent reading)

I can compare the usefulness of techniques such as visualisation, prediction and empathy in exploring the meaning of texts 



	Shared Writing (1day)

Discuss river courses ie upper, middle, lower.  Tell the children that they are going to write about the journey of a river starting with the upper course.

Show image of fast flowing river and model writing an opening line or two to a free verse.  Consult list of criteria for free verse to see what could be improved or added.

Children to work in pairs and discuss a further line to the poem.  Discuss ideas and add another line to the poem. Fish to work as a group with adult support. 
Children to plan their own poems – key words to use, journey taken, title

Pat to support Seals, encourage use of similes and convert to metaphors
	I can experiment with different poetic forms and styles to write a class poem


	Guided Writing (3days including editing & ICT?)

Recap yesterday’s work for upper river.  Show images of middle river and discuss musical accompaniment. Repeat for lower river.  Give children some time to think about their poem and to listen to the music, slideshow of photos of rivers.

Children to write a free verse poem of their own and evaluate against criteria.

Perform poems to class.

If time publish using laptops(? Use silent reading time next week – 4 children at a time).  Could use keynotes


	Scaffolding Independent writing

I can experiment with different poetic forms and styles to write a poem
I can reflect independently and critically on my own writing and edit and improve it 



	Key learning Outcome

To write their own free verse poem (preferably about something they know and that matters to them), drawing from the earlier reading and modelling, but also attempting to find a style of their own.
