	Lesson 1

Discuss how stories have been represented in textiles eg: the Bayeux tapestry.  Ask the children to describe the subject, content and features of the work.  Help them to work out how the textile pieces were made and how visual and tactile qualities have been used

Look at   other examples of how stories have been represented visually eg: Egyptian tomb paintings, Greek vases, Chinese ceramics, cartoon strips. 

Read the creation story and discuss.  Divide the story into days.  Children to watch http://kids4truth.com/creation.htm and discuss how the story is represented in image and text form.
Children create their own images for each day of the creation story.

	· how they use colour, texture, pattern and the sound of materials to communicate ideas
	Lesson 2

Explain to the class that the purpose of the lesson is to experiment with various colouring techniques.  Demonstrate to the children how to use fabric pens and paints.  Demonstrate how sponges can be used to create effects.  
Children to use fabric paints and sponges to write their names on a piece of material. They experiment with different ways of producing the text and write each letter in a different way on a range of materials.

	· to investigate and combine visual and tactile qualities of materials and processes and to match these qualities  to the purpose of the work
	Lesson 3
Explain that the purpose of this lesson is to experiment with various layering techniques
Look at the work of Matisse on the internet and discuss how he represented his work using collage.

Also dscuss how blind people communicate through Braille. How would a blind person be able to tell what another person looked like.
Demonstrate how to layer fabric on material painted in the previous lesson  eg: applying pieces of fabric by glueing or sticking and by weaving  or stitching into areas of fabric, cutting shapes into the fabric etc. 

Using these techniques children to apply fabric to their painted name from the previous lesson.  They choose textural pieces that enable them to layer and develop the name they have written.

	Lesson 4

Look at the work of other textile artists. Explain that the purpose of this lesson is to continue to develop the skills of working with fabrics by practising their needlework skills.  
Children to work into their name material pieces and develop their techniques further by sewing detail, sing a range of stitches.
In small groups demonstrate how to quilt  - layer of material, padding and then material.

	Lesson 5
Explain that the children now know all of the techniques that they will need for their final piece of work and that in this lesson they will be planning it.  Explain that each table will create a finished wall hanging of a well known story.  They can either use the creation story or chose a well known story that can be divided into parts.  In their groups they need to decide who’s doing what, what resources they will need, and what techniques they will use.  They will then need to divide the story amongst them and draw their square of the story which they are going to create

	Lesson 6,7,8, and 9
The children will be working on their square for their tables wall hanging of a well known story.   They will evaluate it and discuss it at the end of every lesson

	Lesson 10 

Put on an exhibition of the completed panels.  Can the children tell which story/part of story they represent?  Ask the children to talk about each others work and to identify the ways in which techniques have been used.  Discuss how colour shape and texture have been used.

Children to complete an evaluation form for each groups piece of work using the above categories.

	Lesson 11

As a group children to tell the story in narrative or poetic form using their wall hanging.  The rest of the class need to evaluate the wall hangings effectiveness in telling the story. Ask the children to identify parts which they could improve and develop on their own work.  Children to complete and evaluation form for their own work
