	ACTIVITY

Display a range of puppets. Chn to work with a partner to discuss what their favourite puppet is and give a reason for their answer. What do you like about the way that the puppet can move? Ask pairs of chn to feedback to others in the class, holding their favourite puppet whilst talking about it. What are the differences between the puppets? Look at the different ways the puppets move and the materials that have been used to make them. How would you describe the materials used to make that puppet? Look at a variety of materials, eg; fur, cotton, plastic, paper. How do you think the type of material chosen to make the puppet affects the joining techniques that are used? Chn to work in pairs again to look at the different joining techniques and feedback to T. Sit at tables for this activity. Chn to draw the puppet on their table and label the materials it is made from. Choose individual chn to bring their work back to the carpet. What have you found out today that you did not know before?

	Remind chn about Going for Goals last year, we did Beanstalk of leaves saying what we were good at and what we would like to improve.  Can chn remember what they said?  Look at PP made for last years assembly.  Do chn think they improved in the areas they wanted to?   How did they manage this? -  ‘keep going, you can do it’.  What would they like to improve this year, individually & as a class?
	key idea: that there are differences between handwritten and word-processed text
Show the chn egs of work using a word processor. Ask the class to discuss how the work is diff from handwritten work, eg it is easy to read, there are no spelling mistakes, the corrections cannot be seen, the author can’t be identified just by looking at it. Discuss which is easier to read. Compare with literacy work on FN having both read in typed up book, on comp, and own handwritten accounts.  

Chn to complete FN worksheet, how she feels, working in pairs, focusing on 1 sentence each item.  Use keyboard, spacebar, delete, backspace, save & print.
	Brainstorm about what makes us healthy, draw up ideas web

	Discuss the plans for the visit to the church. Encourage the children to talk about what they expect to see, and remind them of any previous visits Visit the church. Ask the children to sit quietly and use all their senses. Ask the children what they think the church is for. Talk about the people who use the church..

	Display the puppets used last week. What important features do puppets have discuss the fact that they can all move in some way. Explain that this week we are going to design our own puppet. What will we need to think about before we begin? Ch to discuss this with a partner and feedback to T. Remind ch that they will need to decide now their puppet is going to move. Give the ch a choice of making a sock puppet, a stick puppet, or a string puppet. Display examples of each and talk about how they move and what they are made out of. T .to draw a plan of one of the puppets to demonstrate what is expected during the activity. Include labels of each part of the body and the materials which are to be used. Encourage the ch to look for parts of puppets that they like and use this in own design. Ch to design their puppet, using a range of puppets and pictures of puppets on tables, to aid them in their design.

	Knowing how I learn best.

Sing times tables, look at trains and star jump. Discuss all the ways and explain these are VAK. Set up the Origami sheets P18. I group to just have finished product, one to be given verbal instructions and the other with an adult demonstrated. Which did they prefer?
	To know  that text can be entered and corrected by using the backspace key to make corrections. 
To know the importance of spaces between words.

To know how to use the shift key to make a capital letter.

In pairs to type up some sentences about Grace Darling.  

Ask them to correct any mistakes as they type, using the backspace key or delete button.
	Display different types of food and ask the ch to think about a supermarket. Explain we are going to group our foods; fruit and veg, dairy, bread and cereals, meat and fish. Ch to sort the foods into the food groups. Talk about why the foods are important.
Science clips activity & quiz on IWB
http://www.bbc.co.uk/schools/scienceclips/ages/6_7/health_growth.shtml
Draw healthy packed lunch-

	Warm up: play the beans game.

Activity: ask ch’n to use their feet to travel anywhere in the room. Find a different way of travelling. Choose 1 way + on signal change to another way. Choose 1 way + on signal change direction. Show me ways of travelling using large steps/quietly. Choose 3 favourite ways. Encourage chn to change the level, speed + direction of their movements. Demonstrate the different jumps chn could do: hopping (1 foot to 1 foot)  hopscotch (2 feet to 1 foot  + 2 feet etc) bouncing (2 feet to 2 feet) chn to practise + refine movements.

Cool down: ch’n find a space + curl up tightly on floor. Then slowly uncurl into star shape. Hold for 3 counts then slowly curl again. Repeat uncurling but this time chn go into a long, thin shape.



	3 Seaside Rescue 
	Recap the visit and recall artefacts and furniture seen. What does the cross stand for? Talk about how they are used and where they can be found in a church. Make a class book labelling important parts of the church; using a bank of words available in the classroom, adding simple explanations about how the building is special for Christians.

	Display one of the chns designs from last week. What do we need to do next with the design? Explain that we are going to make a ‘trial’ puppet out of paper. How will we hav to change our design when we are making it out of paper? T. to demonstrate that the design is 2D and the puppet will be 3D. Explain we are going to make the puppet so that we can write measurements on our design and make any adjustments that we need to. T. to use the design from last week, of the existing puppet. Demonstrate using the design to cut out pieces of the paper ready to make it. Show the chn how to adjust the paper if it is not the correct size and enforce the importance of using  ruler to draw straight edges. 

Chn to cut out their design from paper and fasten it together using sellotape. T. to assist those chn with poor scissor skills. 

Stop the chn one the majority have made their design and demonstrate how to use a tape measure or ruler to measure the size of the pieces used and write them on to their design. 


	Recap details of life GD.  Compare how she saved peoples lives in past; how could people be rescued today?  Recall what we saw at Cullercoates last yr.  S&L

	You can’t eat an elephant in one bite. 

Recap knowledge about goals. read part 1 of Daisy and Rehana P21. Use the ladder Sheet P22 to order steps they might take in groups.
	*See Lisa about RNLI writing program – speech bubbles and writing own text etc.


	What sort of foods do we need to look for when looking for a healthy diet? Remind the ch of the food groups using the pyramid (balanced diet). Talk about what each of the foods are giving us. Talk about how their diets vary. Ch to record their food for a week and any physical activity.  
	warm up: run, in + out of spaces on balls of feet. Give chn a number 1 or 2. The no number 1’s lie on floor in long thin shape + number 2’s run in + out of spaces + jump over the chns feet. Swap + repeat.

Activity: find ways of travelling using hands + feet. Find a different ways of travelling on hands + feet. Travel on hands + feet in a walking/jumping way. Travel on hands + feet like a caterpillar. Travel on hands + feet with your tummy facing floor then ceiling. Show chn the Top gym cards + let chn explore the different movements. Ask chn to put together a sequence of at least 3 actions on signal

Cool down: walk like a caterpillar. Have feet close to hands, walk hands up to stretch above head. Walk down + out across the floor until lying on floor.

	Explain that today we are going to be assessing a variety of materials. Place a range of materials on each table. Allow the chn time to go back to their tables and examine the materials. What light you want to discuss about the materials? Make a list of points before the chn go back to tables, eg; texture, ease of folding, advantages and disadvantages, thickness. T,.to demonstrate evaluating one piece of material before sending chn to tables. Chn to evaluate and choose one piece of material to bring back to carpet to discuss with the rest of the group. 

Explain that the chn have a range of materials on their table and they must choose the materials they are going to use in their puppet. 


	To infer information from pictures of the past –  In small groups provide chn with enlarged picture of Louis Braille (or next wk Helen Keller, depending on time). Ask them to write ?s around pic eg What is he wearing? What is he doing? Is it a long time ago? Discuss ?s they have come up with.

Introduce Louis Braille by reading the portrait and talking about how they can find out information. Show video. Talk about why he is important in History. Complete a drama activity with children handling letters of alphabet and talking about what they are. 
(Hotseating) Talk about why his role was important.
Get Braille story book out, let chn handle, what do they think? What other ways could they come up with to read or communicate writing/ info to others etc?
	Persistence

Read part 2 of Daisy and Rehana P21. Use photo cards and feelings detective poster to discuss boredom and frustration. In groups ch to role play possible endings to the story to solve frustration.

	Print out a set of pictures with empty speech bubbles. Discuss how speech bubbles can be used to illustrate direct speech. Remind the class how to enter text and demonstrate the use of the shift key. Divide the children into pairs and give each pair a picture. Ask the children to discuss what might be being said, and use the word processor to type the speech. Ask the children to print their work, cut it out and stick it onto the speech bubbles.
Pictures relating to seaside rescue.

	Talk about why we need to wash our hands before much time. Display a variety of soaps and decide how we are going to decide which is the best one. Discuss how we are going to make it a fair test. Ch to carry out investigation and record results together on a planning house and discuss what we have found out. 


	warm up: play beans game (adding beans on toast- when a child holds hands with another child)

Activity: find a space on a mat + make a stretched shape. Make stretched shape taking up as much space as possible. Repeat making a thin shape. Make long, thin stretched shape on the floor, roll on to side + curl knees to chest-tuck head in. Teach chn specific skills of log roll + tuck roll. Teach one roll 1st + let chn practise it. Ask chn to show what they have done. Teach next roll + let ch practise it. Discuss best ways of doing these rolls. Chn can practise jumping over other chn when they are doing a log roll. EXT: can chn to a log then tuck roll in a sequence? Do stretched roll with 1 leg leading.


Cool down: on feet, crouch down + curl into a ball-take weight on hands + knees + slide out to thin, stretched shape on floor.

Helen Keller

	www.afb.org/braillebug/helenkeller use the website to introduce Helen Keller and talk about her life. Compare to the life of a deaf and blind person today, saying how it is different and how it is the same.
Create a list of comparisons – similarities and differences between the life, works and achievements of Hellen Keller and Louis Braille.  Talk about how and why they are still remembered today.
	Persistence

Remind ch of last week’s work on frustration. What calming down strategies do ch use? In groups ch to make paper chains as a competition. Discuss feelings and strategies used. Make a class poster about how to overcome frustration.
	To know that ICT can be used to improve text and make a message clearer by deleting &  inserting text to improve readability.
Enter an extract from a familiar children’s book but replace the full stops with the word ‘and’. Discuss the extract with the class and explain that the repeated use of ‘and’ makes it repetitive and difficult to read. Demonstrate how to delete an ‘and’, insert a full stop and change the following letter to upper case. Divide the class into pairs and ask them to edit the prepared text. Ask them to print out their work and compare it with the original version.
Use eg of text from this wks lit book.
	-that sometimes we take medicines when we get ill, these help us to get better

-that medicines are useful but are drugs not foods, and can be dangerous
-that some people need medicines to keep them alive and healthy

-to ask questions about medicines and health

-that medicines can be dangerous if we take them without consulting parents or doctors

-to recognise hazards and risks in medicines and how to avoid these

-to communicate information about the safe use of medicines
Display a variety of medicines. Where would we expect to find these medicines? When do we need to take medicines? Discuss the dangers of medicines. Talk about the sort of medicines chn might need to take all the time, eg; asthma puffer. Present children with a selection of packaging for medicines eg tablets, solutions;  and for sweets. How can we find out which packaging is for food or sweets? When might this be dangerous? Talk about young chn handling medicines. Where should they be kept? Why are they in special bottles? Discuss the dangers of medicines and ask ch’n to make a poster warning of the dangers of taking un-prescribed drugs. Ch to write down some of the dangers.
