	During shared reading, look at paper-based persuasive texts, including posters for films, and adverts in magazines and newspapers focusing on information about the loss of animal habitats through climate change, human intervention and so on. 

Discuss the purpose of the texts and how they are intended to make the reader feel, angry, worried and so on.
Display Save Our Birds! from the CD-ROM. It is a poster about the effects of climate change on bird habitats (particularly nature reserves). Read the poster together. Spend time discussing its contents. Invite the children to express their opinions about the emotions the poster provokes, for example worry, pity. Annotate the poster by circling or underlining the features (both pictorial and written) identified by the children. Record the findings on the board.
	Hand out copies of photocopiable page 163 ‘Advertisement’ showing an advert by a local bird-support group. Ask the children to mark and annotate features (both pictorial and written) that provoke emotion.

LA – TA -use differentiated version of Save Our Birds!
MA – Interrogate text to deepen and clarify meaning and response, justify choice.

FLS– T – Shared writing of a leaflet for ‘VIP’ using a mixture of demonstration, scribing and supported composition.

	Analyse some of the children’s work. Did everyone choose the same features? Did anyone make different choices? Ask them to give reasons for their choices.


	Give reasons for your opinions

	Tues
	Remind the children of the work they did yesterday. Ask them to recall the purpose of a persuasive text. Encourage all the children to participate. 

Return to the shared texts by looking at Save Our Birds! from the CD-ROM and by asking the children to re-examine their completed copies of photocopiable page 163 ‘Advertisement’. Point out that you are going to test these key features to see if they apply to a film trailer. 

Display the Polar bear film from the CD-ROM. Discuss the purpose of the trailer and the emotions it is intended to provoke in the listener. Spend time discussing the film and its similarities with the poster and advertisement texts. 
	Put the children into mixed ability of 3/4 groups. Ask them to compare the trailer with the poster and the advertisement texts. Do they think that they all provoke the same response? Encourage them to participate fully in this discussion. Invite one child to act as scribe to record the group’s findings in note form.
T and TA move between groups, ensure LA taking part in discussion.
	At the end of the session, ask the scribes to make a report of their group’s findings using their notes as reference. Did everyone have similar findings?

	Talk about the work done over the last few days. Ask the children to recall the features of a persuasive text and the different types of persuasive texts they have seen and read.

Re-watch the film trailer from the CD-ROM. Together identify its different components: soundtrack, voice-over and moving images. Discuss the importance of each of these features in making up the whole trailer. 
	Divide the class into two sets of two ‘jigsaw’ groups. Ask each group to discuss one of the trailer components (voice-over and moving images) and how it is used to persuade us to see the film. Allow them 15 minutes for this task
When the time is up, bring the groups back together. Invite the groups to share their findings. Remind the children to take turns while others in their group are speaking.
	Make notes about the groups findings on the board. At the end of the discussion, sum up the children’s findings referring to the notes on the board as support.
	Listen to each other and respect everyone’s ideas.
