	Exploring and developing ideas.

To collect visual and other information to help them develop their ideas about the environment.

To explore ideas for different purposes. 

To use a digital camera to take images of the world. To look at and discuss: lines, patterns, textures, shapes and colours
To use a digital camera to take images of the world. Use line tone and shape to represent things seen. To begin drawing simple perspective
To use a digital camera to take images of the world. To explore negative and positive images. To use line, tone and shape to investigate different landscapes. 

	Before the lesson arrange a visit to a part of the local area of particular interest to the children.
Introduction 

Explain to the chn that this terms Art topic will be based around our environment and our local landscape. Discuss links with geography. Tell the children that we will be going for a walk and we will be using digi blue equipment to take photographs of the landscape. Ask the children what they know about the area, its history and why it looks the way it does. Children to discuss in talk partners the meaning of Urban and Rural landscapes. Can they describe an area in Cannock that has an urban landscape? What about rural?  Discuss the meaning of a natural environment and a man made environment. Explain that these are the features they need to identify when they are on the walk. Ask them to identify features of the natural and made environment, to say how they think the environment has been changed and shaped for different purposes, and to share their experiences of living in the area.
Main Activity

During the visit each child is to take a landscape photograph (urban or rural) using the digi blue equipment. 
The children must then draw thumbnail sketches of the selected landscape focusing on relative proportions, lines and shape within area selected. Children do not show their partner the sketch. The children can use view finders to aid them.   
During the walk the children must discuss in talk partners views they think include interesting features, eg fields, walls, hedges, waste spaces, waterways, details of buildings, such as decorative work, columns, windows, towers, doorways.
Children to work in pairs to take a digital image of a rural or urban landscape. Children to then draw a sketch of the chosen landscape. Children to continue drawing thumbnail sketches during the walk for use later. T support. 
Children to work in pairs (for support) to take an independent image of a rural or urban landscape. Children to then draw a sketch of the chosen landscape. Children to consider the use of line, tone and shape when drawing. Children to continue drawing thumbnail sketches during the walk for use later.
Children to use a digital camera to take images of rural or urban landscapes. Children to discuss the feeling of the landscape and the mood behind it. Children to explore using negative and positive images, how does this change the mood/feeling of the image? Children to then draw a sketch of their chosen landscape using line, tone and shape accurately.  Children to continue drawing thumbnail sketches during the walk for use later.
Plenary

Children to discuss in pairs the view they selected, using appropriated vocabulary. Then show the thumbnail sketch they drew to partner. Was it what the partner expected? How could they improve the sketch?

	Introduction:

Children to compare their photographs from last week with the sketch they created on the visit. Children to evaluate the sketch they created. Children to have 2 minutes thinking time comparing what they think they did well/not so well? How could they improve the sketch? Have they included everything in the landscape? What did they miss? Did they add anything? Children to then discuss their work with a talk partner. Children to explain if they took a rural or an urban landscape, children to discuss why they chose that particular landscape. 
Do the children know of any artists who have created urban paintings? Explain to the children that we are going to be looking at the work of Lowry to help inspire us with our paintings. Does anyone know any of the famous paintings that Lowry created? Do any of the children know anything about Lowry. Research Lowry together using the internet www.thelowry.com/lslowry.htm. Also use bbc newsreel about L S Lowry painting robbery (4th May 2007) to show children how valuable his work has become. (www.bbc.co.uk)  Run through PPT, investigating Lowry’s paintings. 
During PPT ask questions: What can they see? What is the focus of the work? Why did Lowry select that particular viewpoint? What was the purpose of the work? Who was it for? How has the artist used line, colour and pattern in the work? Discuss methods or approaches used and how they relate to the ideas in the work. Children to work in a group of 4 and discuss one painting in detail, children to discuss the style Lowry has used with teacher. Children to present their work to the class. 
Skill: Talk about the use of perspective. Explain, by referring to artists’ work or through demonstrations, how to:

–
make objects that are further away from the viewer smaller, to give the idea that they have receded into the                    distance

–
make parallel lines appear to converge as they get further away from the viewer

–
make objects paler and bluer as they recede (aerial perspective)

arrange everything in the composition on the same plane (vertical perspective)

Main Activity

Children to place a view finder over a particular area of their photograph, children to draw that part of the photograph in the style of Lowry. 
Children use a 5cm by 5cm view finder. Children to explore tone using different grades of pencil, pastel or chalk. Children to discuss perspective in the photograph and explain how they are going to layer the things they see.  
Children use a 10 cm by 10 cm view finder. Children to work independently to experiment using different grades of pencil, pastels or chalk. Children begin to draw simple perspective. Children to explore tone using different grades of pencil, pastel or chalk.
Children use a 15cm by 15cm view finder. Children to independently select the appropriate resources to create the drawing in the style of Lowry. 
Plenary

Children sit in ability groups, children to present their drawing and to state how they think they have created a drawing in the style of Lowry. Children to compare their drawings with a Lowry painting. How is it similar/different? Discuss Why did you choose to use the materials you did?  Are you happy with how it worked out? Why?

Introduction
Recap last lesson. Look through Newsround images the changing world (see website above). How do the chn think artists have responded to these changes? What about urban changes? Explain to the chn that for the first part of this lesson we will be investigating the way in which Lowry responded to the urban environment. Split children into mixed ability groups, place a Lowry painting per group face down on the desk. Each group is to select a scribe, name the groups A,B,C and D.  The chn have 3 minutes to write a detailed paragraph about what they see in the painting. When the 3 minutes is over swap the paragraphs A will have B, C will have D. New group is to read paragraph and draw what they read. After another 3 minutes show each group the painting they have read about. The groups must then edit the paragraph they have been given, they have 1 minute to do this. When this activity is over the chn must answer the following questions about the painting: What can they see? What is the focus of the work? Why did the artist select that particular viewpoint? What was the purpose of the work? Who was it for? How has the artist used line, colour and pattern in the work? Chn present work to the class. 

Explain that characteristic of Lowry’s works are their very pale backgrounds, which help to emphasise the importance of the architecture. Explain that Lowry only used 5 colours in his paintings. Can any one detect what they are? Flake white, ivory black, ochre, prussian blue and vermilion, all of which were applied directly from the tube.
Skill: Look at http://painting.about.com/od/paintingforbeginners/ss/HoldingBrush.htm how to hold a brush. Children to work independently and investigate paintbrush effects, for example, thinner and thicker brushes, wetter and dryer brushes. After 5 minutes use Lowry painting and discuss the techniques they believe Lowry used in different parts of the painting, for example, I believe Lowry used a thinner brush when painting the people in the images. 
Main Activity

Children to start painting the photograph they took in week 1 in the style of Lowry. Encourage chn to use perspective skill from last week and to select the appropriate materials in painting. Chn to limit their palette to only five colours. Children to consider the mood they would like to portray in their painting and to select the appropriate colours to fit the mood they would like to depict.

	Introduction
Recap on last lesson. Chn to work in partners and reflect on the work they have done so far. Discuss in talk partners, what are they trying to depict in their paintings? How will they adapt the painting according to their message? In talk partners chn to discuss the progress of the painting and what they need to do next. 
Skill: Ask the chn to describe (talk partners) some of the painting techniques they used last lesson when starting the painting. Discuss painting techniques (see resources) scrumbling, frottage, impasto, sgraffito and glazing with the chn. In Art books chn to paint an example of each technique. Chn to analyse photo and discuss how and where they will use painting techniques. 
Main activity:

Children to finish painting the photograph in the style of Lowry. Chn to consider the painting techniques and how they will use them in their painting. Chn to limit their palette to only five colours. Children to consider the mood they would like to portray in their painting and to select the appropriate colours to fit the mood they would like to depict.

To learn about Impressionism through the works of Claude Monet, gain an understanding of the Impressionistic movement in art, 
To learn about and experience impressionism
As above. To use a variety of methods and approaches to communicate observations, ideas and feelings in a painting. 
As above. To use line, tone and shape to investigate different landscapes.
	Introduction

Recap last lesson. Discuss with the chn that today we will be learning about another artist, have they heard about Claude Monet? Run through PPT asking questions: What can they see? What is the focus of the work? Why did Monet select that particular viewpoint? What was the purpose of the work? Who was it for? How has Monet used line, colour and pattern in the work? When finished discuss how Monet is different compared with Lowry. 
Split the class into mixed ability groups, place a paintings by Monet and Lowry face down on the table. Chn have 5 minutes to study the paintings and write down as many similarities and differences. After 5 minutes chn to Rally Robin and share ideas. Explain the Impressionism movement in art and its importance (artists who were influenced by it) http://longwood.cs.ucf.edu/~MidLink/Impress.html , Display several paintings by Claude Monet. Walk around the classroom gallery and discuss with the students what thoughts the paintings bring to mind, what emotions they evoke. Start by modelling with your thoughts of these works of art. Explain to the chn how different paintings can stir different thoughts and emotion. Explain impressionism is a style of painting characterized by an artist's abstract interpretation of objects or scenes. Unmixed primary colors and small brush strokes are used to simulate actual reflected light. The word "impressionism" was used for the first time in the French magazine, Charivari on April 25, 1874. Art critic Louis Leroy was shocked by Monet's new artist style, which broke away from traditional, realistic painting. Leroy thought his work looked like blobs of paint that barely suggested reality. Unwittingly, Leroy named the most important artistic phenomenon of the nineteenth century after Monet's painting, "Impression: Sunrise". Influenced by Eugene Boudin, a seascape artist who practiced painting outside (plein air), Monet abandoned his art studio and painted on location (sur le motif). He achieved a fresh impression of nature by capturing transient light and color. His brush strokes were simple and unblended on the canvas, which created a shimmering sensation of light.
Main Activity all groups
Explain to the chn that for this activity we will be abandoning the classroom and going outside to paint a scene. They will be painting their impressions of the landscape.
Plenary
Discuss what it might have been felt like to have been an impressionist painter. What influenced their work--- wind, temperature, the season, amount of light, the view? Have the students title their pictures "Impression:_______" (fill in the blank) and write it on the back. Hang the pictures on the board. Ask the students to guess the titles.

	Introduction
Recap last lesson and discuss the term impressionism. Explain to the chn that for today lesson they will be using what they have learned during this unit to recreate a 360 degree view of a chosen part of their environment. Chn to work in groups of 4 to take photos using digi blue of a 360 degree view they would like to recreate in paint. The chn must discuss in groups the message they would like to depict. Can they find a 360 degree area that has urban and rural views? Can they find a view that sends a message out about environmental issues? Chn to work in mixed ability groups. Chn pick an area of the school, chn must consider environmental issues when taking images. 
Main Activity all groups – back in classroom
T print off images taken Explain that artists make works for different purposes, eg to show how people lived, or the effects of industry on the landscape. Ask the children how they might see their environment differently if they were a different person, eg an elderly person who had always lived in the area, a property developer, or a nature lover. How will they portray how they see their environment when recreating the painting? Chn discuss in groups the message they want to depict for people who view their art work. What do they want to say about their local area? Chn to discuss in groups how they will recreate the 360 degree view using paint. How will they keep objects on the same level? Will they need to draw lines on their paper first? Chn to decide who will paint which view. Chn discuss together the approach they are going to take. Will they draw first and then move to paint? Children to start recreating the paintings, using the style of Lowry or Monet or both. 

Plenary

Children write their message on a large piece of paper and place next to art work. Children walk around the room and view other group’s work in progress. Does the work depict the message so far? Children evaluate their own and other groups work. Chn to discuss in groups what they need to do next. How do they feel about their local area? Does their work reflect their feelings?
