	Resources

	History, geography
	Ask geographical questions about Egypt.
Use and record information from atlases about Egypt and its location.
Identify and describe where Egypt is located and what it is like in terms of climate, landscape, employment and tourism. 

Ask and answer questions about Egypt in preparation for further sessions.
	Introduction to the topic. Discuss what children already know about Ancient Egypt and what they would like to find out. Record for reference at the end of the topic. 

Children to locate Egypt on world map. 

Children to annotate blank world map to show Egypt. Using atlas children to plot route to Egypt- how would they travel there, what countries would they pass over, how long do they think it would take to get there?

Discuss with children what they think Egypt is like in terms of the climate, the landscape, houses, people and jobs. Children to brainstorm their initial ideas in groups, to compare with what they have found out at the end of the topic.  

 
	Blank grids, blank world maps, atlases, image boards.

	ICT, literacy, geography
	Use ICT to help in geographical enquiry.
Identify and describe where Egypt is located and what it is like in terms of climate, landscape, employment and tourism. 
	Recap with children what they have found out about Egypt so far. Children to work in pairs to use internet and espresso to find out more about Egypt today, under headings climate, landscape, people, jobs, tourism, cities etc. Discuss note making skills- children to note down key facts rather than copying whole chunks of text. 

N.B. Internet health and safety: all websites will be checked for suitability before the children are given access to them. No independent searching for websites.

	Internet access, espresso, key websites.

	History, literacy
	Place events and people into correct periods of time through the creation of a timeline.
Use dates and vocabulary relating to the passing of time, including ancient and modern, BC and AD.
Write a brief explanation about what they have found out about Ancient Egypt so far.


	Establish what is meant by ‘ancient’ and ‘modern’ through discussion with the children. 

Create human timeline to demonstrate how ago the period of time we are looking at, marking out key dates along the way. 

Children to create timeline from now to middle of Ancient Egyptian times, marking key dates.

Recap on information found in previous sessions. Discuss tourism and some of the reasons people visit Egypt e.g. the pyramids and the River Nile. Children to shade base map of Egypt showing the River Nile and location of the pyramids and annotate. Children to write a brief overview about what we know about Ancient Egypt so far
	Blank time lines, blank base maps of Egypt, kitchen roll.

	History, ICT, Literacy
	Use a range of sources of information to find out about Ancient Egyptian farming and food.
Explain the Ancient Egyptian process of farming, including the reliance on the River Nile. 

List foods the Ancient Egyptians ate and animals they kept.

Use ICT to locate, recall, select and organise historical information about Ancient Egypt. 
	Farming and Food

Focus on the River Nile and the Ancient Egyptians reliance on this for a good or bad harvest. Research how Egyptians farmed the foods they ate and their use of animals. Compare a poor person’s meal with rich persons. 
Activities:

Illustrated drawings of two types of meals

Explanations of the use of the River Nile in farming and information about the animals used. 

Children to research in books and write one fact on pyramid shaped piece of paper.

ICT (in ICT Suite)

Recap on previous topic session regarding Farming and Food. Children to research further information using the internet and espresso and make notes.
N.B. Internet health and safety: all websites will be checked for suitability before the children are given access to them. No independent searching for websites.

	Information texts, pyramid shapes.

	History, ICT, Literacy
	Use a range of sources of information to find out about Ancient Egyptian homes.
Write and draw descriptions of Ancient Egyptian homes, comparing those of rich and poor people in society. 
Use ICT to locate, recall, select and organise historical information about Ancient Egypt.
	Homes

Descriptions of different types of Egyptian homes, what they were made from, who lived together in them, how they were built and the furniture they had.

Activities:

Writing a description of homes and the furniture.

Drawing homes and the furniture. 

Researching topic in books.

Recap on previous topic session regarding Egyptian homes. Children to research further information using the internet and espresso and make notes.

	Use a range of sources of information to find out about daily lives for Ancient Egyptian children and adults. 
Compare and contrast the daily lives of men, women and children in Ancient Egypt, including richer and poorer people in society.


	Children and Work

Descriptions of daily lives for children and adults- what work did adults undertake, what did the children do? Comparisons between rich and poor and men and women.  

Activities: 

Writing a diary entry for typical day
Drawing a timeline for a typical day

	Information texts

	History, Literacy, Art
	Use a range of sources of information to find out about Ancient Egyptian education and writing. 
Explain the Ancient Egyptian system of education in terms of who went to school, what was studied equipment used. 
	Education and writing
Discuss who went to school and who didn’t. Investigating what children learnt at school and the equipment they used. Investigating the Egyptian style of writing in hieroglyphics, what they used to write with and how they made their paper. 

Activities:

Writing name in Hieroglyphics, 

explanations about who went to school, 

what they learnt etc 

Instructions for making paper.
