	Week 2 and 3

(2 weeks)
	Older fiction – Dickens/Kingsley
 
	WALT = Key question: 

What was life like for a poor child in Victorian Britain? 

Link to Smartboard file here.

Provide a range of sources, e.g. extracts from contemporary authors (Kingsley, Dickens), reports on factories or mines here and (http://www.learningcurve.gov.uk/victorianbritain/industrial/default.htm in case hyperlink breaks!) engravings.
Ask the children to make a list of what they can infer about the life of poor children from the sources and present it to class.
Folder with scanned reports and quotes about conditions is also here
http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=kr4WxEQHiCE for “Please Sir can I have some more” scene from the Polanski version
Provide some information on the numbers of working children, their hours of work, and their lack of education. Discuss why children worked in Victorian times.  What types of job would they do if they lived in the country/city? 
Look at the idea of a Workhouse:
When was the first one opened?

Why were they set up? 

Research from books

Research different jobs children did, in table groups, using booklets provided ( in Victorians cupboard) leading to the following activities:

  Optional activities-children can choose one of these to show that they understand and can answer the key question

· Imagine they are a Victorian child working and write a choral verse to perform about working in a factory/mine//work house/chimney sweeps. 
· Choral poem going to talk to owner of factory/mine/ work house/chimney sweeps about conditions.
· Choral poem written from perspective of Inspector/Overseer of conditions in a workhouse/factory.
· Choral poem by a mother worrying about her young child taking risks in a factory/mine/chimney.

1 week
	
	WALT = Key question: 

How did Victorian children spend their spare time? 
Session 1

Mindmap with the class what activities they think Victorian children did in their spare time. 
Did all Victorian children have spare time? Was spare time the same for rich/poor children? Show pictures of Victorian toys/games/leisure activities. What can we deduce from these artefacts, pictures? Class discussion. Could do Venn diagram comparing spare time now with Victorian times. 
Session 2

Take children outside to play Victorian games eg, Hopscotch, marbles, skipping, elastics, hoops,

Playtime 
Games of blind man’s buff, snakes and ladders, hide-and-seek and hopscotch are in full swing. Some boys would beg a pigs bladder from the butcher, which they would blow up to use as a football. Others drilled hob nails through cotton reels to make spinning tops.
	
	
	

	  Week 5

Block 5 
(4 weeks)
	Link to Lit recounts

Non-fiction recount about the life of an important historical figure.  (Do in one week)
	WALT = Key question: 

Who helped change the lives of children living in Victorian Britain? 
Ask the children what they think needed to be done for Victorian children.

Talk about Lord Shaftesbury and Dr Barnardo and how they helped children, placing key events on the time line. 
Ask the children to find out about the work of these men, and the way that they changed some children’s lives using a variety of written sources and pictures. 

Paul Ginnis idea from Teaching and Learning INSET

Children could work in pairs. One person researches and becomes an expert in Bernando the other Shaftesbury.   Ch’n must put info on double page of their books in own words. Time the activity. Encourage use of key words/pictures/diagrams to represent info. The task is to then tell their partner what they have found out. Your partner will be relying on you as the expert! The other then writes down/mindmaps the info their partner is telling them. They must ask questions to clarify points. By end of session they should be experts in both the key figures and have worked as a partnership. 
Ask the children to present their work using freeze-frames, brief role-plays, cartoons, extended writing or oral and visual presentations.
	Use books from shared area PLEASE RETURN THEM AFTER EVERY SESSION as other classes need them.
	
	

	Week 6
	Link to recounts- Children to write a recount as if they were a working/poor Victorian street child.  Their life, living conditions, spare time etc.  Then an encounter with a ‘Dr. Barnado’ type and how their life subsequently changed.  (Three week’s work!)
	WALT = Key question: 

How did life change for children living in Victorian Britain?

Refer to the time line to recap the main events, dates and figures to help the children recall some of the main changes to the lives of children during the Victorian period.

Discuss with the children why the changes took place and who benefited from them. Tell the children that a large number of children were still working in 1901.

The children will write a diary of their very tough Victorian life-3 weeks linked to Literacy recounts.  

Optional activities-children can choose one of these to show that they understand and can answer the key question

· Write a diary of their life today to compare to Literacy recount

· Break up into small groups – snowballing- each group researches an area of life for children (factories, farms, match stick sellers, flower sellers, chimney sweeps etc) and then present it to the class.   What happened to these groups after the education and factories acts?

· Debating- small group of 4 – (2 Dr. Barnado and an MP supporting hi and 2 (Factory owner and an MP supporting him.  Debate the need for the education act.

· Write a song about life before and after for chimney sweeps (or similar profession.  Sugegstion – change the lyrics to Chim Chiminey (Mary Poppins)

	Victorian day- This will allow the children to explore the key question first hand.
