	WALT: identify features of a safety leaflet

TIB: we will eventually be producing one of our own.

Introduce topic to children and give an overview (link to work on persuasive and discussion texts recently completed).  Ask ch. to discuss own experience of this type of writing…
Share
d read of first part of ‘Mobile Phones and Driving’ fact sheet (ROSPA)- comprehension check.  Annotate and discuss features, taking input from children.  Create checklist.

Explain main task- children to annotate leaflet with features identified above.
	Orange:  Work with Miss Mann to find and label basic features in part one of mobile phones and safety leaflet, then move to independent work- create spider diagram of children’s technology.
Yellow: label basic features independently and then begin to work with Miss Mann to identify, label and discuss more complex features.
	Green/ blue/ red (mixed ability): use class checklist to identify and label features in Mobile Phones and Driving leaflet.
Extend- begin to collect formal phrases they we can use in our own writing
	Ask children to share features found by annotating text on SMART board.

Review phrases found- evaluate and add these to a class display.
Take input from orange group- what sorts of technology might we research for our leaflet?

Invite children to find info for next lesson in ICT suite/ library/ at home.
	Mobile phones and driving fact sheet and leaflet (ROSPA and Cornwall council) scanned into SMART board + photocopied.
A1 paper for class display of formal lang. phrases.

	WALT: collect and interpret formal information.
TIB: we will produce a presentation to the class on the risks associated with an aspect of technology.

Recap work from previous lesson.  Allocate technologies to research to groups.
Explain task- to produce a ‘Summary Board’ including pictorial representations and simplified sentences to use in a presentation.

Shared read of Safe Texting guide on SMART board.  Model extracting main points from paragraphs to produce shortened sentences.  Take input from children.
	Orange/ yellow group:  Work with Miss Mann- watch BBC video on children and mobile phone use.  Pause, replay and discuss in order to identify main points.  Children make notes on whiteboards and then copy in neat into books.
	Mixed ability groups.

Group 1: computer use- gaming.  Analyse and extract main points, produce bullet pointed list in books.  If available, listen to Radio 4 documentary Crossing Continents on gaming in South Korea. 
Group 2: computer use- internet safety and exploitation from manufactures, analyse in same way as above.
Group 3: computer use- human health, e.g. obesity and eyesight (links to science topic to extend more able children).

	Children share and discuss findings.
Ask children to give opinions about the reliability of the information- considering sources…

Explain next steps.
	Variety of sources of information taken from internet/ magazines and newspapers/ reference books.
Pictures of technologies from catalogues.

	WALT: collect and interpret formal information
TIB: we will produce a presentation to the class on the risks associated with an aspect of technology.

Give feedback from yesterday’s work.
Today we will begin our ‘Summary Boards’.  Discuss and model layout conventions with children, taking input and suggestions.   Children to ‘mock up’ a layout for their boards in pencil- mini- plenary to discuss.

Model translation of notes from yesterday’s lesson into information on summary board.

What sorts of pictorial representations should we include?  Why?
	Orange/ yellow:  Work with Miss Mann in pairs to translate notes from yesterday’s work into short paragraphs to mount onto summary board.   Begin to illustrate with pictures from magazines and catalogues and own diagrams.
Provide support as needed in form of word bank/ writing frames.  Encourage children to rehearse, write and re-read!!
	Mixed ability groups:
Children work within their groups in pairs/ threes to produce a short paragraph to mount onto their summary boards.  Illustrate with pictures/ diagrams.
	Children to display the work they have completed so far on table tops.  All groups rotate around tables and evaluate.
Explain next steps- are their any props we could use to enhance our presentations?
Could we include short role plays?
	Variety of sources of information taken from internet/ magazines and newspapers/ reference books.

Pictures of technologies from catalogues.
Large boards for each group.

	Thurs
	WALT: present our findings in an effective manner.

Begin by displaying a ‘Summary Board’ from yesterday’s lesson.  Pick out good features and discuss how it might be improved.

Recap good presentation features with the children and create a checklist.

Allow further time for groups to finish their boards and practise their presentations.

 
	Groups take turns to present their findings.  Film presentations to evaluate in plenary. 
	Watch presentations back on SMART board and evaluate.
Briefly explain next steps- to collate information from all groups to produce our formal safety leaflet.
	As above plus video camera linked to SMART board.

	Fri
	WALT: improve our comprehension skills.

Re-examine ‘Texting’ – information on risks associated with use of mobile phones from www.pin.org.uk/saftey/mobilePhones.  Shared read followed by discussion and comprehension checks.

Explore comprehension questions together.  Ask children to identify questions types and to tell me where they will find the answer (right there, search and find, author and me or in my head?). 


	Orange group: work with Mrs Russell to answer questions orally and begin to record answers in books.

Yellow group: work with Mrs Shamshad to answer questions (part 1) in complete sentences.  

Rehearse, write, re-read!!!
	Green group: work with Miss Mann to interpret and answer comprehension questions part 1 and 2.

Red/blue (mixed ability): answer comprehension questions independently.
	Use reading comprehension checklist to check work.

Take answers from the children and discuss.  
	Texting information text and questions photocopied one between two.
