WOD: date

	Focus: Framework, modeling and the ingredients of letters.
WALT: Recognise the features of formal and informal letters.

WILF: I can make a display to show the similarities and differences between formal and informal letters.
	1. Warm up – Spelling Focus
Prefixes; show PowerPoint about the prefix re-. Look at display cards and put up in class to refer to during week. T with LA to play prefix bingo, MA/HA to work independently with prefix cards to make words.
2. Taught
Before reading text ask children if they have ever written a letter or postcard when they’ve been away from home, discuss what might be included and explain this is informal letter writing. Introduce text explaining Rosie sent one at beginning and one at end of her trip. Read first sentence and ask children to summarise in one sentence the main point. What evidence is there to show she’s not having a good time? Identify words and phrases which signal the time sequence of events. Summarise and discuss feelings in second postcard. Ask children to identify how she ends both postcards. Collect other informal endings on the board.
3. Short Activity 
Work in mixed ability pairs; note down the ‘ingredients’ children think are needed for this style of writing. Collect correct answers and write on board inside a picture of a cooking pot. Give the children the other ingredients needed for letter writing; date, address, greeting, beginning, middle, end, how to sign off.
4.  Activity
Ask children to produce their own display showing ingredients required for letters that will be used during the week.
5. Group Discussion/Plenary

Discuss usability of display; when might it be used, how could it be improved? AfL: thumbs up/side/down for teacher information on who may need more assistance.

	Focus: Drama/Role Play/ Speaking & Listening
WALT: Use drama games to develop social skills.
WILF: Participate in social based games.
	1. Warm up – Grammar Focus
Time sequence vocabulary; LA – select appropriate vocabulary to complete a text, MA/HA – improve a piece of writing with higher level openers and connectives.
2. Teacher Led – chairs need to be in a large circle, children should be paired up.
(a) Tell me one thing about yourself; ask children to sit on chairs next to partner and think about a short sentence that will reveal something about themselves. Give an example, e.g. My name is Bob and I play football every night with my best friend. Allow a few minutes to prepare a sentence each, with partners helping each other. Each child then tells the class their sentence.
(b) Acting a Favourite Pastime; Ask children to stand in front of their chairs and to think of a favourite hobby and then make up an action to go with it. Give a few examples, e.g. kicking a football, stroking a pet. Let children talk to a partner to help each other with ideas for actions. Sit back on chairs. Invite one child at a time to mime and others guess.
© Display Idea; Make a ‘Guess Who?’ type display with sentences used from (a), e.g. ‘My name is _____ and I hate cheese.’
3. Plenary
Each child to give partner three stars and a wish verbally.
4. Back up – complete display work from previous day.

	1. Warm up –  VCOP Focus 
Kung Fu punctuation: Whole class in circle on carpet. Refer to teacher information book.
2. Taught – 5 minutes

Decide in ability based groups who will be the leader and how the reading will be divided e.g. a page/paragraph at a time. Allow freedom of choice.

3. Short Activity – 15 minutes

Children given time to read and discuss the text in groups; likes and dislikes; giving reasons for choices.
4.  Activity – 20 minutes

Each group given reading task cards appropriate to ability level – each pupil to select an independent activity they feel they can do but challenges them slightly.

5. Group discussion – 15 minutes

Each pupil should be encouraged to report on what they did; how they tackled the activity and explain to others.

6. Plenary – 5 minutes

Peer assessment using three stars and a wish system.

	Focus: Shared reading and writing.
WALT: Recognise the features of formal and informal letters.

WILF: Write a letter with a partner.
	1. Warm up – Handwriting
Complete handwriting exercise commensurate to individual levels.
2. Taught
After reading ask children who the letter is to and from, identifying how they know that. Brainstorm other reasons why people may write letters – invitations, adverts, bills, thank you letters, complaints, enquiries, cards for different occasions… Read together and identify spelling/ punctuation errors. Review formal/informal. Where should the address be? Explain P.S. means postscript, an additional paragraph at the end of a letter. Discuss what is written and why Goldilocks might have added this. 
3. Short Activity 
Give each child a copy of the text, highlight spelling errors in yellow, ask them to hunt for a missing apostrophe. Rewrite letter on board, asking children for suggestions, inserting an address, date, correct spelling and punctuation. Ask them how they could up-level the letter, verbally.
4.  Activity
Brainstorm other traditional tales e.g. ‘Little Red Riding Hood,’ ‘The Three Little Pigs’ where one character may write an apology to another. Ask the children to write a short letter of apology in the first person (paired writing.)
5. Group Discussion/Plenary

Peer assessment using three stars and a wish – one pair assess another pair, written onto letter.

1. Can we show what we know about VCOP?

6. Can we use what we have found?
	1. Warm up – 5 minutes
Verbally collect 5 features of letter writing – discuss why these are important.

2. Short Activity – 5 minutes

Cover displays made regarding ingredients for this style of writing. Ask children to identify as many as possible; prompt any forgotten. Erase from large whiteboard when finished.
3. Short Activity – 5 minutes

Collect a word bank of ideas children could use to write a letter of apology addressed to Cinderella from the Ugly Sisters. Why might they want to apologise? 
4. Activity – 10 minutes

Give special paper, demonstrate a suitable plan - respond with immediate ideas as a single bubble or list. Discuss. Independently - expand into planning map for the letter. 

BREAK – 5 minutes

5. Writing Activity – 30 minutes

DO NOT INTERUPT THE WRITING PROCESS!

Discuss use of target record and ingredients as prompts. Children write. Stop after 10 minutes. Pass to a partner; ask who has used more than one type of punctuation, an interesting opener, more than 2 different connectives and a WOW word. Praise – one piece of fruit per VCOP feature. Continue writing. Stop after 10 minutes. Pass to a partner; ask who has used more than one type of punctuation, an interesting opener, more than 2 different connectives and a WOW word. Give 5 then 2 minute warnings to end of writing time.
6. Plenary – 5 minutes

Relate to objective, did we achieve it? Collect writing for assessment. Teacher to give three stars and a wish – return to child – respond via written comment.
