	Discuss film Watership Down.  Recap what happens – use IWB notes from Friday.  Children discuss which bits of film had most impact on them (in pairs on whiteboards). Bring back together and take feed back.
Tell the children that they are going to plan and create over next few days an imaginary promotional trailer for this film. Ask them to decide the purpose or impact they want their trailer to have. 

Ask the children what images, words and sounds would create the desired impact on the audience, for example the ‘Bright Eyes’ music sequence when Hazel hallucinates that he sees the Black Rabbit.

Explain task. Remember to.

MA – expect use of sophisticated connectives - (although Jane liked …. I preferred …. because ….)
	Ask the children to make brief notes on the key features of the film that carry the most impact for them and to give reasons for their choices. Allow them 20 minutes to complete this task.

LA/A – discuss work in pairs but write own opinions. Show some understanding that fictitious story can be related to real life.

MA – work independently - use elaborate language to express opinions – more sophisticated connectives.

CL – with LA group

KG – Luke, Kalun, Harry, Oliver – storyboard on flip chart

	Invite children to share their work. Remind them to give reasons for their choices. Do the others agree with the choices made? How do they differ from their own?


	Discuss and communicate your ideas persuasively

Use sophisticated connectives.

	Remind the children of the work they did yesterday. Allow them to refer to the notes they made while reviewing this work.

Discuss key moments in the film, ones that could evoke an emotional response from the viewer. Would they be a good choice to include in a promotional trailer? Why? Use the scene selection option on the DVD main menu and the pause button on the control panel to locate one of the key moments. Model navigating through the DVD text. Demonstrate how to make notes on the suitability of clips (key moments). Encourage all the children to make suggestions.
	Now invite the children to work in pairs to isolate another clip that they feel would evoke the type of response discussed earlier. Tell them to make notes about its suitability for inclusion in a promotional trailer, as demonstrated, with one child acting as scribe. Allow them 15 minutes to complete this task.
Invite the children to decide the criteria by which they would judge the persuasiveness of the clips. Select two pairs of children to show their work and justify their choices.

T and TA – help where necessary
	Encourage debate on the choices made. Do the others agree that the clips shown are the most evocative. Why/why not?

	Talk about the work you have done so far on selecting clips (key moments) for a trailer for Watership Down. Can the children recall what the purpose or impact of the trailer was to be? 

Talk about the way the film has been produced to evoke an emotional response from the viewer, for example the drab, muted colours of earthy brown and watery green in many scenes give a feeling of foreboding. Invite the children to think of other examples. Would examples such as these make good clips for a trailer?

Ask a child to suggest particularly emotive clips that would be good to use in a trailer. Ask him or her to demonstrate how appropriate notes could be written about the clip. Encourage the others to make suggestions. However, remind them not to call out, but to wait their turn.


	Ask the children to gather in the groups they worked in yesterday. Go round the groups asking them how their chosen clips will evoke the desired response from the viewer. Encourage each group to refer to their sticky notes. Remind them to listen while others speak and to wait patiently for their turn.

In their groups, ask the children to organise their notes on the clips to persuade the viewer to see the film. Ask them also to plan their own trailer. Remind them to take turns to speak in the group and to listen while others are giving their opinions. Allow them 20 minutes for this task. If wished, a scribe in each group can make notes of decisions made to refer to during the plenary.

T and TA – help where necessary
	At the end of the allotted time, bring the children back together. Select spokespeople from each group to show how they have graded their clips and their justifications for so doing according to criteria discussed in Day 2. Do the others agree with the choices made? How would they have graded the clips and why?
