	1 Egyptian Gods

Go to ancient Egypt web site  http://www.ancientegypt.co.uk/gods/index.html 

Tell the children that in Ancient Egypt the Egyptians believed in many gods, like the Romans. 

Use Web site to tell Egyptian creation story.

Also read the story of Osiris, Isis and Seth ( HT story pictures on fc)

Look at some pictures of the Gods and what they are god of. Does the picture relate to what they are god of?

Give the children pictures and information sheets about the gods. Use a variety of information sheets, MA more text, less able pictures and simple text. 

Match name to job of god, find picture to match.

	Generate ideas recognising that their designs need to meet particular needs.

	Session 2

Tell the children they are going to imagine they are going to be an Egyptian god or goddess and design an appropriate head dress. 

In pairs think of things they could be god or goddess of.  Decide on 3 that they like most. Children draw annotated pictures to develop ideas. 

Which idea will you develop? Why? 

 Children discuss with a partner ,then decide which one they will choose to design and make  into a headdress.

More able to write which design they have chosen giving reasons.



	Choose appropriate tools, equipment, materials and techniques.
	Session 3

Look at some hats and head wear pictures and artefacts. Look at how they have been designed to wear on the head and the properties of the materials they are  made from. 

What materials could you use to make your head dress? Why are they suitable?

Give the children some paper/ card and let them explore ways of making a structure that could be worn on the head and how they will be able to fasten it. 

More able to work independently, less able with more support. 



	Refine ideas recognising that their designs need to meet particular needs.
Choose appropriate tools, equipment, materials and techniques.
	Session 4

Ask children to draw a labeled diagram to show  the design for their chosen head dress. More able to draw back view also. Ask the children to make a list of the basic materials they will need to make the head dress and what they will use to fasten things to the head dress or to make joins.

How will you make sure it fits your  head?  

Children work in pairs to measure each others heads and record measurement appropriately on their design plan,
What will you do  first when you start to make you head dress? Then what will be next? Etc
Children discuss in pairs how they will go about making their head dress.

Feed back process ideas and discuss. 

Ensure children are clear about how they will  make their head dress. 



	Use tools and equipment with some accuracy.

Use evaluation of the design and make process and their product to lead to improvements.
	Session 5

Ask children to refresh their memories about their head dress and talk with  their partner about their design and how they are going to make it.
Discuss what will you do if you find out your ideas don’t seem to work?
Discuss how it is necessary to reflect as they go and to change things if necessary.

Children use their designs to help them collect the materials they need to make their head dresses and make it trying to follow their plan.

Expect more able to work with more accuracy and with more independence. 

	Reflect on the project to evaluate their work, ideas, planning, making, finished product. 
	Session 6

Children model their head dresses. Can we guess who they are god of from their design.

Children evaluate design through discussions and questions. Does you head dress fit? Does your  head dress reflect what you are god of?  Did you have to change your design? Why? What would you do differently if you were going to make another one?

Children complete an evaluation sheet.
