	How bible was so important.  Most people were Christians.  Illegal not to go to church on a Sunday.  
Spend some time discussing the interpretation of the bible as a form of power for the priests and keeping people ignorant and uneducated hence denying them power.  Bibles hand to be hand written.  

Short task – illuminated scripts of their initials.  

Henry VIII freeing him self from the rules of the Catholic church.  

Children to draw 2 columns to compare and contrast the Catholic and Protestant churches e.g. Latin v English, beautifully decorated churches v plain churches, bible and services different, catholic church priests had to interpret, Catholic churches had monasteries to care for the communities.   Good points and bad points of changing religions.  

Extension – design own stained glass window using black card and transparent cling film paper.  It has to illustrate a moral or bible story or character.

	Mary I catholic back lash involving many protestants being killed and forced into hiding.  

Find out the main facts about Elizabeth the first.  
Know the events leading up to and understand Elizabeth’s decision to behead Mary queen of Scots.  
	Daughter of Catherine of Aragon.  Devoted catholic.  Anti-protestant.  Read about her early life session resource Hamilton trust.  Burned 300 people at the stake in 4 years!  
Children use fact sheet provided or information books to create a a,b,c quiz in their topic books.  When finished try out on partner.  

Brief history of Elizabeth’s life before she came to the throne in 1558.  Born princess of Wales.  Mother beheaded by her father when she was 3. 4 stepmothers and when Edward became king she behaved like a good protestant.  When her half sister mark became queen sent to the tower for not going to mass but then pretend to be a catholic so Mary would not behead her.  When she became queen England in a mess!  Fighting between religions.  Protestantism was diluted more tolerant society.  

See session resources for Elizabeth’s resolutions.
Write a problem page letter from Elizabeth explaining her tough life.  Extension – reply to letter giving advice covering the resolutions.  
Elizabeth put Mary in prison for 16 years.  Murdered her husband and was on the run! in 1587 discovered that Mary was plotting to murder Elizabeth.  use pages 73 and 74 and 75 the terrible Tudors.  Read to children get them to decide which one she will do.  

Read the foul facts about Mary’s execution from even more terrible Tudors or session resources.  Why so many people come to watch?  

Why did Mary write in code?  Page 76 the terrible Tudors decode the message.  

Task – make up their own code and write a message in their code.

	Know the types of diseases that were around in Tudor times and understand how little the Tudors understood these.  
	Explain that Tudors did not understand about germs or how diseases were passed on or transmitted. They had no idea bout prevention except that they did realise that illnesses were passed on around crowds so they shut theatres in an attempt to stop the plague spreading.  Influenza killed many people.  
Discuss what causes illnesses.  Virus is a micro organism that causes a disease.  Germs are the names we give bacteria that do more harm than good.  

Look at the quiz disgusting diseases in even more terrible Tudor’s page 64 describing scurvy, small pox etc.  Discuss how a better combination of education, better food, equipment and drugs.  In the west we no longer have to deal with theses diseases.  

Discuss life expectancy.  Session 8 life and living Hamilton trust. 

5 out of 10 children died in childhood.  Terrible Tudors page 20 foul facts.  

Blood letting.  Widely believed that if you were ill you had too much bad blood.  Barbers cut hair and also did blood letting.  Take bad blood from your body using leaches or cutting a vein.  

Matching activity – 10 illnesses and 10 cures page 22 and 23 terrible Tudors.  

Poster or pamphlet as if a Tudor doctor advertising remedies.
